Linda Benedetti-Leal, City Manager for the City of Paramount
contacted the National Sculptors’ Guild for this project, they
were seeking a sculpture that was both whimiscal and sophisti-
cated for a pocket park setting. Since 1999, the NSG has suc-
cessfully worked with Paramount placing several works though-
out its city. They easily decided upon Box’s Painted Pony. The
city has two additional sculptures by the Santa Fe based artist,
‘Unfolding Series’ and ‘Star Unfolding’.

ABOUT THE ARTWORK: This piece is the result of collaborating with
origami master Te Jui Fu. We created this original origami design
together to celebrate origami in a museum quality finish. Te Jui
and I came together at an Origami Festival at Tansu Gallery in
Houston. He had great, original origami designs and was making
them BIG. We got together in Austin to explore some ideas and
found we worked well together. The Pony was adapted from an
original horse design that Te Jui created. We tweaked and sculpt-
ed it until we had a mutually pleasing design. ‘Paper is like clay’ 

ABOUT THE ARTISTS:
Kevin Box has taken every opportunity to develop his work over
the years. After much experimemtation and working with bronze,
he arrived at the process in which he works today, becoming a full-
time artist in 2003. The NSG invited Box as a member in 2004. His
knowledge of the foundry process combined with a vision for
innovation defines the style and sensibility of his work as it estab-
lishes a place within contemporary art history. Public art commis-
sions include the cities of Paramount, CA; Broomfield, CO; Little
Rock, AR, Houston, TX

Te Jui Fu has been doing art since he was 8 years old, and still has
no idea what ‘ART’ is. He calls his artworks ‘FUART’ as in the
fusion of Asian and Western cultures. Te Jui’s origami creations
have been exhibited in both museums and galleries and he holds
the honor of constructing the world’s largest origami dragon at
15ft tall.
