A bronze Warhawk, with its 17-foot wingspan, reached its new
home on the ULM campus. The statue was set and bolted to a
concrete slab in the circle drive next to the ULM Library.
The 2,000-pound Warhawk, created by renowned artist Sandy
Scott, was transported on a flatbed truck from Lander, Wyoming.
Scott maintains one of her studios in Lander, where the foundry
Eagle Bronze casts all of her work.
ULM First Lady Deborah Cofer and Executive Assistant to the
President Dr. Richard Hood thought of the idea for the sculpture
shortly after ULM adopted its new mascot in June of 2006. The
sculpture was funded through private dollars.
"Our new bronze Warhawk is an impressive addition to the cam-
pus. This physical representation of the mighty Warhawk spirit so
prevalent at this university is sure to generate a contagious pride
among students, faculty, staff, and visitors alike. The statue, sym-
bolically watching over the campus, serves as a reminder to us of
our highest priority, ensuring the personal well-being and success
of all who place their trust in us."
A licensed pilot for more than thirty years, Scott feels her knowl-
edge of aerodynamics has been helpful in achieving the illusion
of movement in her bird sculpture.  
John Kinkade, National Sculptors' Guild director, pulled inspira-
tion for the base design from surrounding buildings. Kinkade, of
Colorado, supervised the installation and has executed nearly 300
public installations in addition to countless private placments.

ABOUT THE ARTIST: Sandy Scott was trained at the Kansas City Art
Institute. She worked as an animation back-ground artist for the
motion picture industry before turning her attention to etching
and printmaking in the 1970s and to sculpture in the 1980s. The
Thomas Gilcrease Museum honored Sandy with a major retro-
spective exhibition in "Rendezvous '98". Sandy currently resides in
Lander, Wyoming. She also has a studio on an island on Lake of
the Woods, Ontario, Canada. Scott is an elected Board of Trustees
for Brookgreen Gardens, Myrtle Beach, SC in 2007. Other public
art placements include: Clinton Presidential Center Entry. El Paso
Zoo, TX; Little Rock River Market Pavillion, the cities of Avon, CO;
Cerritos, CA; Fort Collins, CO; Brighton, CO.
